2.0 General Description

2.1 BackgRound

 During OMMS-NG conversion, problems were encountered that caused valid data to be rejected from the OMMS-NG database.  The following happened:

· Certain alteration and logistics types were rejected due to inconsistencies between CDMD-OA and OMMS-NG data tables.

· Duplicate Part Numbers and Cages on a certain range of APLs/AELs caused the C1 records to be rejected.

· Other possible C1 inconsistencies occurred which need to be analyzed to determine if rejects occurred and data recovery is required.

2.2 Assumptions and Dependencies

Verify OMMS-NG software to accept A2 alt type of ‘SA’, H1 logistic type of ‘RMK’,  and others which will be identified by Dennis Six. (Refer to section 3.1, Required Actions)

Once this is accomplished then regeneration of all A2 and H1 records will be done to transmit these records to OMMS-NG ships.  

Implementation of these fixes is dependent upon the development and implementation of the new R9 trigger and redefinition of the Logistics Support Request Indicator (LSRI) R5 trigger.

3.1 Required Actions

Dennis Six will write up a detailed problem description for all problems which occurred relative to C1 records.  These problems will then be communicated to NAVICP and NAVSEA 04L4 to determine a plan of action to resolve. 

3.2 Implementation Plan

3.2.1 A2 and H1 records Fix

3.2.1.1 For the A2 and H1 fix, verification is needed when the revised release of OMMS-NG containing all patches is installed in the fleet.  Estimated completion date TBD

3.2.1.2 Upon completion of step 1, the Logistics Support Request Indicator (LSRI) will be set for all A2 and H1 records using the new R9 trigger.  Estimated completion date contingent upon step 1 above and CDMD-OA CCB approval and prioritization of R-9 Trigger programming.
