Tuesday (8 July)

1. Installation Status Codes for Record Type 2s (ISC=R) Software Configuration Items.  Discuss interface systems and impacts to those systems by adding ISC Value of R for Software.  Back up/Recovery of copies (Donna Caroline Issue).  Recommendation from CPAR is to create a new SAC for backup software.  SAC is on valaids and is not in edit check table of OMMS, it is only a reference table.  You would need to go to 3M to ensure that they add to their SAC/SAD.  The backup software record would have a unique HSC (different from the installed software), ISC=G, DISI A (if XRIC), and DISI of B (if good RIC).  Also recommended to use the CFF and put somewhere in the EFD backup….you would have it in two places.  But you would be able to pull up the query by SAC.

2. Minutes from June meeting

Wednesday (9 July)

1. Re-evaluate the duplicate HSC rules with regard to ISC assignment and submit AUTOSIR if necessary (Code Review issue)-closed

2. Discuss changing the severity of ISC of H with DISI of “not equal to N” to a blocking error. (Code Review issue),  New Action Peggy to draft autosir

3. Discuss removing the validation:  "If the number of other RINs with the same HSC and an ISC not "P" is less than the beginning range on the REF_CFF table for the HSC, generate error 1181” (Code Review issue).  Action-Peggy need to submit autosir to include ISC of “J”.  Peggy and Pam to review all rules for ISC=J,P and H.

4. Discuss removing the validation: "If the HSC is valid and the quantity is not between beginning range and end range on the REF_CFF table for the HSC, generate error 1143” (Code Review issue).  closed.

5. Ben Ellis Autosir on RIC Constraint Issue (ISEA AUTOSIR: 10765).  
6. Discussion of changing a record in CDMD-OA that has a DISI of  “A” or “B” to a DISI of “N” and the resulting delete that goes to the ship.  Peggy to do write up of this situation and the impacts.  Provide to Linda Kennedy to send out email to all CDMs to remind them that changing the DISI to N, sends a delete for the record to the ship.

7. ASI Code against ASI Error Reports (Jerry Brugger)-Discuss action resolution and responsible activity.  (Separate meeting.  Need to decide when/where and who).  Small group will review once the CPAR looks at it and comments.  (Peggy Langlois, Rusti, Bob M., Lori, John C. or Ben Ellis, Heather or Tom, Del Edwards, Jerry Brugger, Maddy).  (where Kevin conference room-Newport News). (when:  15 September-Tues thru Thurs.) 

8. B and C Record Validation against current config. in CDMD-OA.  Must provide good audit trail.  Ref:  Code review minutes from April 2003 meeting. (Discuss with B. Phelps). (AI 030605-20).  – Peggy to draft autosir for CDMD-OA to show in process history when a C record comes in from NAVICP to OA an goes out on ASI.  Without C record information in record history, it is extremely difficult to do research (especially when testing).  Extra logic needs to be added in CDMD-OA.  Bill Phelps to develop autosir to reduce the number of times edit check info appears in process history.  It is important to keep edit check in the database but only record when there is a change to the record.  Whenever you go into detailed screen, the record will be edit checked.  Bill Phelps to look into.

9. Location/Compartment Usage –Heather wants location reference table in CDMD-OA.  Heather to write autosir to add hull specific location reference table to OMMS NG. Once autosir submitted, Linda Kennedy to email all CDMs to direct them to go to virtual CCB and comment on the autosir. 

10. There is no formal or informal notification process in place for CDMD-OA.  Feasible Notification processes to be discussed at July 03 CPAR.  (ex:  K in SM&R Code – now acceptable value in CDMD-OA but has not been added as acceptable value to MMBU Table so OMMS NG loads a blank in the field).  Ref:  AI 011024-21 (CCB 013001-40, IT 010410-43).  NSLC and SPAWAR to coordinate a notification mechanism for update and maintenance of Lookup Tables in OMMS NG (i.e. SEI, etc…) and CDMD-OA Validation Tables.  Another issue Peggy found when she looked at MMBU, OMMS NG, CDMD-OA and Tech Spec (in help online), there are different versions of the Tech Spec. (LPD-17 writing programs based on Tech Spec B…this is major issue). She is going to limit to CDMD-OA and MMBU Table.

· ALT Type and Logistics Type (those valid in SNAP and CDMD-OA, not in MMBU Table)-minimum/blocking error in CDMD-OA if DISI.  

· Recommend Data Element Committee be resurrected to work the issue until resolved.

· Recommend Process Improvement Team develop standardized process for formal notification to other interface systems when update to any of the edit/validation tables (synchronization of tables).  MMBU, CDMD-OA and NAVICP must have the same edit check tables.  Change Control Board for NAVICP, NAVSUP and NAVSEA.
