Logistics Support Data (SCLSIS Record Type 3) SDIF Submission

My dilemma:

There are five data fields (listed below) available to identify logistics support documents required to support the current equipment configurations on navy ships.  These fields adequately accommodate tech manual TMINs numbers, drawing numbers, APLs, and MIPs but, tech manuals and drawings have changes and revisions to them.  The current SCLSIS tech specs does not accommodate means of identifying changes and revisions to technical documentation.

Logistics Support Document (LSD) Type – Used to identify the type of document (i.e. TM, DWG, MIP, APL, etc.)

Logistics Support Document (LSD) Serial Number – Used to identify the tech manual number, drawing number, APL number, or MIP (i.e. SW279-CT-AEG-020, 6321670, 4400/001-64, etc.)

Logistics Support Document (LSD) Description – Used to identify the document title.

Logistics Support Document (LSD) Date – Used to identify the date of the document or the change or revision there to. 

Logistics Support Document (LSD) Note Code – Used to identify the level of maintenance, the classification, and the equipment category (i.e. Ordnance, Electronics, HM&E, etc.)  This data field was recommended for deletion.

Possible solutions:

Option 1 – Since the LSD Serial Number field width is 32 (A/N) characters, perhaps the TMINs numbers and drawing numbers can be suffixed with the change and revision numbers/letters.

Option 2 – Utilize an existing blank data field such as the 13-character field in character positions 308-320 to identify changes and revisions.

In any case, CDMD-OA and all versions of SNAP must accommodate the data and be compatible with SCLSIS and ASI processes.
