Issue Summary: Secondary workcenter information should be visible to activities external to the ship.
Resolution Summary: Item deferred based on priorities of both SPAWAR and NSLCDETPAC. Possible solution could be to incorporate OMMS-NG API (contact Dan Maxey). This issue will be addressed with implementation of Web Based OMMS-NG application.

Issue Item: Creation of B and C records by direct link between CDMD-OA and NAVICP_M

Issue Summary: Take advantage of live link between CDMD-OA and NAVICP-M to provide B & C records from NAVICP-M on ASI rather than providing temporary B & Cs and following with real B & C records. 

Resolution Summary: Pending modification of XMAMs SRS.

Issue Item: Erroneous Julian date in JCN/Page Number field problem

Issue Summary: Julian date is in the CCF Page Number field in the upline reporting records of some OMMS-NG records.

Resolution Summary: Research to confirm it is still a problem. SPAWAR does not think it is.
