NAVSEANOTE 4130, SOFTWARE CONFIGURATION STATUS ACCOUNTING

Section 5.1

This section begins by stating that the RT4 records presently used within SCLSIS can remain as-is, if so desired by the ISEA, provided a RT2 record for that software CI is entered into SCLSIS.  What follow are directions on how-to-code a RT4 software alteration record.  Since this section deals with existing RT4 records, this section implies a transition, from what the user presently uses to code RT4s for software, to a new method.  The introduction of a new method for coding seems out of place.  

My perception is that the goal for the process is to:

1. Ensure RT2 records are created for all covered types of software.

2. RT4 records within SCLSIS do not need to be purge upfront to comply with this NOTE.

3. The value added by the RT4 records can be such that the ISEA/TSA can decide to maintain them for the life of the software.

The introduction of the software alteration RIC specification confuses the issue of data already resident in SCLSIS.  If the RT4s are already in SCLSIS then they must already be coded in an acceptable way for processing.  The new coding scheme seems to be suited to someone who is not doing RT4s then to someone who already is.  If someone is sending RT4s and they adopt this method then either :

A. They will duplicate the old RT4 with another RT4.

B. They will transition to another recording method which does not address the primary issue of getting RT2s for software.

If I have read this wrong and do not understand the intent of listing the new format type then I may be justified in saying it is confusing.
