MINUTES

11 June 2003

Mr. Ted Hetherington opened the meeting with general administrative items, thanked all in attendance and provided a quick overview of the agenda items to be covered by NAVSEA 04L52, Mr. Ed Chergoski and NAVSEA 04L526, Ms. D. Caroline Kowalsky.

Ms. Kowalsky opened her brief covering NAVSEA’s Software Configuration Policy, Guidance and Procedures and introduced Ms. Leslie Jenne, NAVSEA 04L5 Support.  She stressed the importance of attendees to annotate the Attendee List with their Area of responsibility (System(s)) and their function with Naval Surface Warfare Center Port Hueneme Division.

The software Brief covered the background, requirements, NAVSEA 04L5s responsibility, process, recording, lessons learned from the prototype, the current status in regard to the TR01 Battle-group as well as the expanded implementation, near term future plans, long term future plans, Plan Of Action & Milestones and the points of contacts for the policy and requesting of Configuration Data Manager Database – Open Architecture RICs.  

The need to In Service Engineering Agents (ISEAs) attendance and representation was discussed regarding the upcoming Configuration Data Managers / ISEA Conference scheduled for 8 – 10 July 2003 in Charleston, SC.  There was a brief round of questions and answers provided by Ms. Kowalsky.  Agreed to send out a electronic copy of the Software Initiative Presentation – done 16 June 2003.

Mr. Ed. Chergoski’s brief covered the areas of the new NAVSEA Organization as it relates to NAVSEA 04L and the Program Executive Offices, the R+ Initiative and the X-MAMS Initiative currently underway.  There was a brief round of questions and answered provided by Mr. Chergoski.

Ms. D. Caroline Kowalsky emphasized again the need to ensure all had signed in on the attendees list and turned the group over to Ms. Leslie Jenne to schedule one-on-one meetings with all PHD NSWC CM/CSA System points of contacts for the later part of the day as well the morning of 12 June 2003.

There were splinter group meetings held with the Tomahawk System Manager, Ms. Kim Bryce and all support personnel.  Discussions regarding the various aspects of the Software Policy and the work that has been accomplished with the NAVAIR community.

12 June 2003 a splinter group meeting was held with PHD NSWC Representatives, Mr. Ted Hetherington, Mr. Tim Carpenter, Ms. Joan Dawson, Ms. Lena Shephard and NAVSE 04L526, Ms. D. C. Kowalsky.  The focus of the meeting was the relationship of the D-30 Process, the NAVSEA 04L Software Initiative and the role of PHD NSWC within these two processes from a Command database, CDMD-OA database perspective and NAVSE 06 AMPs database perspective.

12 June 2003 a splinter group meeting was held between PHD NSWC Project Leader for the Web-based application Configuration / Integrated Logistics Support Database.  A demo was provided showing the multitude of functionality this government In Service Engineering Agent database provided.
