Requirements:
1.  Reference documents. The applicable issue of the documents cited herein, including their approval dates and dates of any applicable amendments, notices, and revisions, shall be as specified in the contract.

2.  Format and Content.  The SCLSIS Management Plan shall document in detail the contractor’s plan for accomplishing the SCLSIS tasks specified in the contract.  The plan shall also contain the following data:

    a.   Supporting rationale for accomplishing each SCLSIS task.

b. Schedules for performance of SCLSIS requirement compatible with the schedules  

      established by the CDMD-OA Requirement Statement.

c. SCLSIS Initiation and data input schedules for all GFE and CFE expressed in terms of SCLSIS records.

d. CFE Provisioning Technical Documentation (PTD) Submission schedule, and Plan of Action and Milestones (POA&M) for its accomplishment.

e. SCLSIS record completion schedule based on Incremental Stock Number Sequence List and COASAL production schedule. 

f. Schedule for validation based on the ship construction schedule and consistent with the contractor’s internal quality control program.

g. A recommended scheduled for Incremental Stock Number Sequence List (ISNSL) production.

h. A recommended schedule for SCLSIS to date via DI-ILSS-80336B input to CDMD-OA.

i. Description of procedures for generating required SCLSIS input data and ensuring data 

      accuracy.

j. A recommended minimum level of SCLSIS data to be made continuously available for the

      Government’s use in monitoring contractor performance as specified in contract.

k. Organization and responsibility for the coordinated performance of the technical processes

      of provisioning, allowance preparation, and fitting out with the phased generation and

      utilization of SCLSIS data.

l. Monitoring that will be employed to ensure the quality of data contained in SCLSIS/ 

      CDMD-OA.
m. Data elements and their definitions contained in Technical Specification 9090-700, Part B,

          shall not be repeated in the management plan unless specifically required for clarification.

3.  The Plan shall be presented in sections identifying each of the following subparagraphs by topic:

      a.  Cover Page.  The cover page shall contain the control number in the upper right-hand corner.   The following shall be identified in the center of the cover page.

(2) Contract Number

    (4)  Date of document – day, month, and year

(5) Name and Address of the organization for which the plan was prepared.

      b.  Table of Contents.  The plan shall contain a Table of Contents listing the title and page number of all paragraphs and subparagraphs.  It shall then list the title and page number of all figures, tables, and appendices, in that order.

      c.  Introduction.  This paragraph shall summarize the purpose and contents of the plan.

      d.  Scope.  This section shall provide a brief description of the plan and shall describe the SCLSIS functions and identify interfaces.

      e.  Referenced Documents.  This section shall list by document and title all documents referenced in this plan.  This section shall also identify the source for all documents not available through normal Government stocking activities.

      f.  Notes.  This section shall be contain any general information that aids in understanding the plan.  This section shall also contain an alphabetical listing of acronyms, abbreviations, and t heir meanings as used in this plan. 

      g.  Appendices.  The appendices shall contain supplemental information published separately for convenience in plan maintenance.  Appendices shall be numbered sequentially in Roman numeral.  Each appendix shall be referenced in the main body of the plan where the data would normally be provided.

4.  Media Requirements.  This plan shall be presented in Microsoft Word, Version ____ or lower.  Each page prior to section 1 shall be numbered in lower-case Roman numeral beginning with "ii " for the Table of Contents.  Each page starting from section 1 to the end of the plan shall be consecutively numbered in Arabic numerals.
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
